Purpose

In partnership with the NCAA, Women’s Final Four® and the Minnesota Local Organizing
Committee, third grade children will have the opportunity to participate in the Read to
the Final Four® Reading Program. The goal of this program is to provide school districts
a program to create excitement about reading for third graders in NCAA Final Four host
communities with a friendly competition.

Competition Outline

The overall competition is based on the collective average number of minutes read by
each third grade student. This allows for schools with a smaller number of students to
compete with larger schools.

During registration, each school designated a “school captain” who is responsible for
gathering the collective minutes read from each third grade teacher in their respective
school. They will add the minutes, log on to the assigned link and report their minutes
